HOA Board of Trustees voted to replace both so that the
2010 Summer session would be back to a heated pool.

After two bids, the pump and the heater were
replaced with exactly the same ones as before.
However, as we went into the Summer season, the King
County Health Department informed us that the exact
replaced heater was now not up to Code. The old
heater was grand fathered in, but the new heater had to
be replaced with a commercial pool heater.

Even though the pool has been drained,
pressure washed and acid etched, the pool has been
closed because of the weather and it was prudent to
save the costs of a life guard. We are now in the
process of ordering the correct heater and hope to have
it installed soon. In the meantime, the pool will be
open . . . although the water will be cool!

GOLF COURSE NEWS

WOMEN’S DIVISION

You may have noticed the new tee markers on
the golf course. We are calling this a “trial” year and
they are designed for both men or women—whoever
would like to use them. After this year we may make
them permanent and eventually have the PNGA rate the
new tees and put them on the scorecards.

Over the years many of our members
suggested that we provide a forward set of tees that
would make our course more enjoyable and playable for
the higher handicap golfer. Right now our Women’s
Tees provide a very tough test of golf with a Course
Rating of 72.3 and Slope Rating of 132. The Course
Rating means that a 0 Handicap or scratch golfer will
not even shoot par 72 on the average of her best
rounds. The high Slope Rating means a mid-handicap
golfer also really struggles to score as the average
course has a 113 rating.

Dan Kukla, our Golf Course Superintendent
agrees that a new set of forward tees is a good idea.
The concept is to maintain the current Blue and Yellow
Women'’s Tees and establish a new forward set of tees,
combining some of the current Women’s Tees with
some new shorter ones. We surveyed the course and
came up with a plan to set up new tees on several
holes—1, 3 & 12, 4 & 13, 7 & 16 and 18. As much as
we want to, we cannot do new tees on Holes 2 and 11
because of the constraints of our irrigation system and
uneven ground. These constraints also limit us in
placement of the new tees on some other holes. We
are doing this on a trial basis at this time, so give them a
try and tell us what you think. The new tee markers are
